The Christchurch earthquake has been frightening for everyone involved,
especially for children who may not understand what has happened.
Here are some tips for supporting children after the earthquake.

At times like this when you are feeling stressed,
scared or tired it can be hard to know what to say
to your children or to know what to do.

It is normal for children who have been through
a traumatic event like a major earthquake to feel
insecure and emotional.

Try to understand and be tolerant of any changes in

their behaviour. Children might have prablems with

sleeping and nightmares and be too scared to sleep

alone. They might also be more clingy and cry, or be
more frustrated and impatient than wsual.

Let your children know you will all lock after each
ather. Spend time together with lots of hugs and

cuddles. If your children want to use a dummy or
carry a cuddly blanket = let them, it will help them

feel reassured and more secure. Let them know
everyone feels scared and that is ok

Children want to try and make sense of what i=
happening and when they don't know they use their
imagination ta fill the gaps which can make things more

frightening for them. Try and explain what has happened
and what aftershocks are. You might also need to explain
